MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING
BOARD OF PARK COMMISSIONERS
FIVE RIVERS METROPARKS
May 10, 2013

A meeting of the Board of Park Commissioners (BOPC) was held at the Five Rivers
MetroParks Main Office, 409 E. Monument Avenue, 3 Floor, Dayton, OH, on May 10,
2013, and convened at 7:42 a.m. on roll call vote by the Board of Park Commissioners.

Present: Five Rivers MetroParks Commission President Karen L. Davis, Vice President Irvin
G. Bieser, Jr.; Commissioner Alan F. Pippenger, Executive Director Rebecca A. Bennd,
Deputy Director Carrie Scarff, Director of Finance and Business Robert Johnson, Director of
Human Resources Debra Jackson, Director of Conservation Dave Nolin, Chief of Rangers
Mark Hess, Director of Outdoor Connections Greg Brumitt, Director of Development Beth
Redden, Lieutenant Ranger Mark Arendt, Regional Manager Mark Davis, Qutdoor
Connections Outdoor Recreation Coordinator Dan Sahli, Steve Stanley of the
Transportation Improvement District (TID) and Robert Curry legal counsel.

Visitor Recognition: Steve Stanley of the Montgomery County Transportation
Improvement District (TID) was infroduced.

Minutes: The BOPC was presented with the minutes of the regular meeting for April 12,
2013. Commissioner Bieser requested that the last paragraph on page one regarding
the Wetland Mitigation Bank presentation be reworded to replace confusing
language. On motion by Commissioner Bieser and second by Commissioner
Pippenger the minutes of the April 12, 2013, regular meeting were approved as
presented with changes.

Financial Reports: The BOPC was presented with MetroParks' April, 2013 financials and
approved list of bills for April 1 — 30, 2013, Director of Finance and Business Bob
Johnson gave a brief overview of current revenues and expenses. Following a brief
discussion and on motion by Commissioner Pippenger and second by Commissioner
Bieser the BOPC accepted MetroParks’ Apiril, 2013 financial reports as presented.

Easements: Attorney for Five Rivers MetroParks Robert Curnry requested approval to
issue a property easement fo the Montgomery County Transportation Improvement
District {TID) for the planned bikeway located at Medlar Conservation Area. The
easement details include a term of 30 years at a minimum of $106,030 purchase price
and not to exceed $114,000. This amount includes $86,000 for the easement and
$20,000 for construction observation by a MetroParks retained contractor. The TID will
provide funding to cover operations and maintenance cost for six years.

Director of Conservation Dave Nolin and Steve Stanley of the Montgomery County TID
gave an overview of the easement and provided handouts showing the two mile
bikeway connection as it crosses through the Medlar Conservation Area. Construction
is expected to take four months with the bikeway opening in October pending
weather.

On motion by Commissioner Bieser and second by Commissioner Pippenger the BOPC
approved the request as presented.
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Staff Reports: The BOPC was presented with the Law Enforcement Activity report for April,
2013. Chief of Rangers Mark Hess gave a brief overview of information contained in the
report.

Following a brief discussion, the BOPC thanked Mr. Hess for his information.

Outdoor Connections Outdoor Recreation Coordinator Dan Sahli gave a presentation
highlighting National Bike month including how biking is doing in this area. Following a
brief discussion the Commissioners thanked Mr. Sahli for the presentation and
commended him on his efforts in this area.

Professional Services Contract: Executive Director Bennd requested authorization to
encumber funds with The Agency Group in the amount not to exceed $17.000 for
creative design services related to print media. This is to help maintain services in the
marketing department due to the 3 vacant Marketing Department positions. On motion
by Commissioner Bieser and second by Commissioner Pippenger the BOPC approved the
request as presented.

ODNR Division of Watercraft Marine Patrol Assistance Grant: Executive Director Bennd
requested approval and adoption of Resolution No. 13-020 authorizing the Executive
Director to entfer into an agreement with the Ohio Department of Natural Resources
{ODNRY) Division of Watercraft for funding in 2013 for the Marine Patrol Assistance Grant.
The total amount of the grant is $24,197.78. ODNR's portion is $18,147.43 and
MetroParks' share is $6,050.35.

Lieutenant Mark Arendt indicated the funds will help pay for salaries, equipment,
uniforms and repairs. This is the 19t year MetroParks has participated in this grant.

On motion by Commiissioner Bieser and second by Commissioner Pippenger the BOPC
adopted Resolution No. 13-020 as presented.

Executive Direcior Bennd requested approval and adoption of Resolution No. 13-021
establishing the budget for the ODNR Division of Watercraft Marine Patrol Assistance
Program Grani. ON motion by Commissioner Pippenger and second by Commissioner
Bieser the BOPC adopted Resolution No. 13-021 as presented.

Capital Fund Appropriation Resolution: Director of Finance and Business Robert Johnson
requested approval and adoption Resolution No. 13-022, revising Resolution No. 13-018 for
appropriation and adjustment of funds within the Capital Projects Fund. On motion by
Commissioner Bieser and second by Commissioner Pippenger the BOPC adopted
Resolution No. 13-022 as presented.

Other Business: Deputy Director Cairy Scarff indicated that the Commissioners should put
June 21 on their calendars for the grand opening of the Mad River Bikeway.

Visitor Comments: No comments.

Next Board Meeting: The BOPC agreed to hold the next regularly scheduled meeting
on June 7, 2013, commencing at 7:30 a.m. at MetroParks’ Main Office, 409 E.
Monument Avenue, 3 Floor, Dayton, Ohio, with a facility tour to follow. The BOPC
also agreed to hold a Planning session on May 23, 2013, commencing at 2:30 p.m. and
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MetroParks' Main Office, 409 E. Monument Avenue, 39 Floor, Dayton, Ohio The BOPC
directed the Secretary of the Board to give notice of these meetings and all
subsequent meetings pursuant to the rule adopted by the BOPC.

Executive Session: In accordance with the open meetings law Section 121.22 of the Ohio
Revised Code, by roll call vote foliowing motion by Commissioner Pippenger and second
by Commissioner Bieser, the BOPC elected to temporarily adjourn and hold an Executive
Session commencing at 8:36 a.m. for the specific purpose of discussing one personnel issue.
On motion by Commissioner Bieser and second by Commissioner Davis the open session
reconvened at 8:44 a.m.

Open Session: A four of Taylorsville MetroPark, Mad River Bikeway and Mad River Run
Projects at Eastwood MetroPark and RiverScape River Run Project site was conducted.

Adjournment: By roll call vote, following motion by Commissioner Bieser and second by
Commissioner Pippenger, the BOPC adjourned the meeting at 11:58 a.m.

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WORK SESSION MINUTES
FIVE RIVERS METROPARKS

May 23, 2013

A work session meeting of the Board of Park Commissioners [BOPC) was held at a Five
Rivers MetroParks' (MetroParks) Main Office, 409 E. Monument Avenue, 3¢ Floor,
Dayton, Ohio, on May 23, 2013, and convened at 3:11 p.m.

Present: Five Rivers MetroParks Commission President Karen L. Davis, Vice President Irvin
G. Bieser, Jr., Commissioner Alan F. Pippenger., Executive Director Rebecca Bennd,
Deputy Director Carrie Scarff, Director of Finance Robert Johnson and Business
Manager Jennifer Grusenmever.

Visitor Recognition: No visitors.

Board By-Laws Update: Executive Director Bennd began by noting that as MetroParks
moves towards becoming an accredited agency, one of the standards requires regular
review and updates of existing organizational policies and procedures. This is why we
are bringing the Board by-laws and MetroParks' rules and regulations to the
Commissioners’ aftention at this time as we begin to update them.

Director of Finance and Business Robert Johnson distributed the current adopted Board
By-laws resolution 10-043 showing proposed changes for adoption on Resolution No. 13-
023. Mr. Johnson explained the specific changes being proposed to sections three and
four. This would set the allowable dollar limits to be set at Ohio Revised Code {ORC)
limits. The current by-law limit for voucher approval, competitive bidding and special
services is $15,000 the current ORC limit for these areas is $50,000.

Commissioner Bieser raised the concern that this would not alfow the oversight the
Commissioners’ currently have and suggested some type of report showing the
approved items between $15,000 and $50,000.

Following further discussion and the agreement that MetroParks would provide an
updated list of active projects, equipment or services that have estimated costs
between $15,000 and $50,000 at each BOPC meeting. On motion by Commissioner
Bieser and second by Commissioner Pippenger the BOPC adopted Resolution No. 13-
023 as presented.

Board Rules and Regulations Updates: Deputy Director Scarff distributed a draft of
proposed MefroParks’ rules and regulations changes. Ms. Scarff expidined the reason
for some of the changes is to reflect contemporary services that the organization
provides fo the community. Also, as part of this process a total review of the entire
permitting process would be reviewed.

One suggestion the Commissioners had was to change the phrase "designated by
director” to "designated areas”. Following further discussion the Commissioners were
positive about the proposed changes.
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Alternative Revenue Sources Update: Executive Director Bennd explained that with
Beth Redden now getting familiar with her role as Director of Development MetroParks
can begin moving forward with establishing a new MetroParks Foundation.

Ms. Redden has been or will be meeting with the foundation boards at Cox Arboretum,
Wegerzyn Gardens and Carriage Hill MetroParks to become acquainted with them and
let them know what MetroParks is planning in the area of development.

Executive Director Bennd informed the Commissioners that MetroParks would be
presenting for their approval at the next regular BOPC meeting in June an MOU with
the Cox Arboretum Foundation regarding two foundation staff positions that MetroParks
would be assuming management of and the Foundation will continue to fund,.

strategic Plan Update: Executive Director Bennd highlighted the five organizational
goals developed as part of the organizations 5 year strategic plan. Ms. Bennd gave a
brief PowerPoint presentation that presented the five agency goals and details of each
goal. The five goals include the following:

Create Great Parks

Engage Our Community

A Model of Fiscal Responsibility
Expect Operational Excellence
Empower and Prepare Our Team

Ms. Bennd indicated that MetroParks' leadership has been working on objectives,
initiatives and tactics for each godal.

Key Performance Indicator (KPI) Reports: Deputy Director Scarff explained how
MetroParks originally developed the KPI or quarterly reports they’ve been getting and
why MetroParks was using this tool.

Ms. Scarff distributed a handout comparing activities and visitation information for years
2012-2012. A discussion was held on how fo measure attendance numbers that may
be affected by weather and how to compare them with activities that may not be as
affected by weather,

Ms. Scarff hoted that using the Strategic Plan Goals to help guide MetroParks and using
KPI measurements to determine if the godils were working would assist MetroParks in
determining if the goals need to be revisited or revised.

Board Succession Planning: Executive Director Bennd provided handouts regarding
succession planning processes currently being used.

Commissioner Davis suggested that MetroParks keep a running list of individuals that fif
the skills and strengths needed for a MetroParks Board member.

It was also suggested that maintaining an active relationship with whomever the sitting

Probate Court Judge is can be vital to helping the Judge understand MetfroParks’
phitosophy.
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Personnel Update: Executive Director Bennd informed the Commissioners that Greg
Brumitt has announced his resignation as Director of Outdoor Connections effective
June 28, 2013. He will be relocating to the St. Louis, Missouri areq.

Ms. Bennd indicated that Director of Marketing interviews would begin soon for the first
round of interviews.

RESOLUTION NO. 13-023 Amending Resolution 10-043 Relative to Adoption of Bylaws

1. OFFICERS

The Board of Park Commissioners of Five Rivers MetroParks
(f.k.a. Montgomery County Park District) is required, pursuant
to Section 1545.09 of the Ohio Revised Code, to adopt
bylaws governing its operations, and

The Board of Park Commissioners of Five Rivers MetroParks
deems it advisable that the bylaws contained in this
resolution be adopted for such purposes, and

Section 1545.09 of the Ohio Revised Code requires that such
bylaws be published as provided in the case of ordinances
of municipal corporations before taking effect; therefore

that the Board of Park Commissioners of Five Rivers
MetroParks adopts the following bylaws to govern its
operations:

BYLAWS

THE BOARD OF PARK COMMISSIONERS

OF
FHVE RIVERS METROPARKS

(a) The officers of this Board shall consist of a President and Vice-President. In
accordance with Section 1545.22 of the Ohio Revised Code the
Montgomery County Treasurer and the Montgomery County Auditor shall be
ex-officio officers of the Board.

(b} All officers shall be elected by the Board annuaily and shall serve until their
successors are elected and qualified. An Executive Director also serving as
Board Secretary shall be hired or reappointed annually by the Board and
officers of the Board shall fill neither of these positions. The Deputy Director
or other designee, hired by the Executive Director, may perform the duties
of the Executive Director/Board Secretary in the absence of and as
authorized by same or the Board.

MEETINGS

{a) As used herein, "meeting” shall be defined as any prearranged discussion of
public business of the Board by a maijority of its members.

{b) The regular meetings of the Board shall be held on the second Friday of
each month at 7:30 a.m., except as otherwise determined by the Board,
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and proper notice given pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22, as
the same may be amended from time to time (the “Sunshine Laws”).

{c) Special meetings of the Board may be held upon the call of the President or
upon written request of any member of the Board and require 24 hours
advance notice o the news media that have requested nofification,
except in an emergency.

{d) All meetings shall be held in compliance with the "Sunshine Laws” in the
State of Ohio as may be amended from time to time.

(e) Any person may upon request, and payment of a reasonable fee to cover
processing and mailing, obtain reasonable advance nofification of all
meetings at which any specific type of public business is to be discussed.
Provisions for advance nofification may include, but are not limited to,
mailing the agenda of meeting to all subscribers on a mailing list or mailing
notices in self-addressed stamped envelopes provided by the person.

(f) All pefitions, applications, communications or business intended for the
consideration of the Board {other than those presented by members of the
Board or the Executive Director) are hereby requested to be in writing and
delivered to the Executive Director at least twenty-four {24) hours prior to the
meeting of the Board.

{g) The President shall preside at all meetings. In absence or disability of the
President, the Vice-President shall perform his/her duty. “Roberts Rules of
Parliamentary Procedure” shall govern the proceedings of the Board when
not expressly covered or provided herein.

(h) Two members of the Board shall constitute a quorum of the Board for any
meeting. Actions of the Board may be by motion or resolution with
affirmative votes of at least two members necessary in order fo adopt any
motion or resolution. The President may vote on any action.

(i} The business of the Board shall be considered in the following order:
{1) Opening of the meeting by the President,
{2} Roll call by the Secretary,
(3} Approval of minutes,
{4) Consideration of financial statements and reports,
(5) Old Business,
(6) New Business,
{7) Other Business,
(8} Adjournment,
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APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS

The Executive Director or his or her designee, without prior Board approval may
certify all vouchers for payment of bills not in excess of the legal limit set forth in
the Ohio Revised Code for competitive bidding and/or qualification based
selection. Sums in excess of the legal iimit set forth in the Ohio Revised Code for
competitive bidding require prior Board approval. The only exception would
be the authorization of payment to the Procurement Card institution.

PROCEDURE FOR CONTRACTING FOR PROFESSIONAL, TECHNICAL, CONSULTING
AND OTHER SPECIAL SERVICES

Pursuant to Section 1545.09 of the Ohio Revised Code requiring the
establishment of a procedure for contracting for special services, the following
procedure shall be followed:

SPECIAL SERVICES WITH A COST NOT IN EXCESS OF THE LEGAL LIMIT SET FORTH IN
THE OHIO REVISED CODE FOR COMPETITIVE BIDDING AND/OR QUALIFICATION
BASED SELECTION

The Executive Director, or his or her designee, on behalf of MetroParks, may
enter into a contract for Special Services with a cost not in excess of the legal
limit set forth in the Ohio Revised Code for competitive bidding and/or
quadlification based selection without Board approval.

SPECIAL SERVICES WITH A COST IN EXCESS OF THE LEGAL LIMIT SET FORTH IN THE
OHIO REVISED CODE FOR COMPETITIVE BIDDING AND/OR QUALIFICATION
BASED SELECTION

When the cost of a Special Service is in excess of the legal limit set forth in the
Ohio Revised Code for competitive bidding and/or qualification based
selection, the Executive Director shall submit to the Board the names of at least
three persons, firms or agencies qualified to provide the Special Service
required, together with his/her recommendations. !f the Executive Director
determines that there are not three persons, firms or agencies qualified to
provide such Special Service, he/she shall submit names of as many as are
qualified, together with his/her recommendations and his/her basis for
determining that less than three person, firms or agencies are qualified. Giving
due consideration fo such recommendations and other factors as the Board
deems appropriate, the Board shall award the contract for such Special
Service to the person, firm or agency whom it deems best qualified.

RECORDS OF THE BOARD

Accurate and written records of the proceedings of the all meetings of the
Board, regular and special, shall be kept as permanent records of MetroParks
and maintained in a manner so that they are made available for
copying/inspection in response to a public request. The record of each
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meeting in the “"Minutes of the Board" shall be and constitute the only
evidence of the approved acts of the Board and will be signed at the end of
the record by the presiding officer and secretary thereof. The Secretary shalll
be the official custodian of all the records of the Board and shalll certify or attest
to any action of the Board.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that only the changes in the foregoing bylaws be
published once a week for two consecutive weeks in
the Daily Court Reporter or other appropriate written
media; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the foregoing bylaws as amended shall take
effect on the 10" day following completion of the
foregoing publications and any previous resolutions
pertaining to Bylaws of the Board of Park
Commissioners are hereby repealed; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that following publication, the Secretary of the Board
of Park Commissioners of the Five Rivers MetroParks
shall obtain from each newspaper a Proof of
Publication containing a sworn statement as to the
dates on which the bylaws changes were published
by it and a frue and correct copy of such publication,
and file such Proofs of Publication with the official
records of Five Rivers MetroParks.
